Student Absences

ÅAbsences are excused in accordance with School Board Rule 
5200. Student Attendance ς Specific Responsibilities. Please be 
advised that notes to excuse an absence must be submitted to 
the main office within three (3) days ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ǊŜǘǳǊƴ ǘƻ 
school. The hours to excuse an absence are during their 
independent time. Unexcused absences do not require that 
the teacher provide make-up work for the student.

ÅOnce student returns to school after an absence, studentsis 
required to come to the main office and see the attendance 
clerk to complete an Admission to Class MDCPS form. If they 
skip this step, the absence will remain unexcused. 

ÅIf tardy to school, student must report to the main office first 
(to officially sign in) if not the tardy will be counted as an 
unexcused absence. 



Unexcused Absences

ÅUnexcused absences include absences due to:

Åvacations, personal services, local non-school event, program or sporting activity 
without an MDCPS field trip form;

Åolder students providing day care services for siblings;

Åillness of others;

Ånon-compliance with immunization requirements (unless lawfully exempted).

ÅA student accumulating ten (10) or more class unexcused absences in an annual course 
or five (5) or more class unexcused absences in a designated semester course may have 
quarterly, semester and final grade(s) withheld pending an administrative screening and 
completion of assigned interventions by the Attendance Review Committee.
